Question: What do we know about the role of community health workers amid extreme weather events in
low- and middle-income countries?

PICO

Population: Community health workers who live in the communities they serve; active in their community
prior to, during, or following an extreme weather event; received lower levels of training and
education than other health care professionals.

Intervention: |htervention & Phenomena of Interest (comprehensive)

Health-related supports and services provided by community health workers during extreme weather events.

Comparator: No comparator (qualitative review)

We will describe similarities and differences across studies including type of extreme weather event,
health-related supports and services provided by community health workers, their location, impact, and gaps
filled in service delivery.

Outcome: outcome & Context (comprehensive)

Outcome: Health-related supports and services including health promotion, education, and delivery of care
(e.g., screening and referral, monitoring nutrition and providing supplemental food and vitamins, providing
information on healthy eating, basic sanitation, and hygienic practices).

Context: Communities impacted by extreme weather events in low-and-middle income countries.

Extreme weather events include weather-related disasters such as hydrological (e.g., flood, landslide) and
meteorological (e.g., storms, extreme temperatures) and climatological (e.g. droughts).

Countries classified as low income, lower middle-income, or upper-middle income in the World Bank List of
Economies will be considered in the scoping review.
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
