Hence, we will explore programs and policies with a broad contextual application encompassing single interventions, evaluated strategies applied individually, and multicomponent programs in Latin American countries.

	Comparator Descripton: The review will consider suicide prevention programs and policies for the adult population in Latin America. The countries included in this review are North America (Mexico), Central America (Guatemala, Belize, Honduras, El Salvador, Nicaragua, Costa Rica, and Panama), and South America (Colombia, Venezuela, Guyana, Suriname, Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia, Chile, Argentina, Paraguay, Uruguay, and Brazil).
